A Lesson Plan for teaching how to use a lesson plan.

TIE-IN:
If you have ever tried to make a speech or give instruction to someone, you know how easy it is to lose track of your objective or get off the subject.

MOTIVATION:
By using a lesson plan you will save yourself a great deal of time and you will know the person has learned what you intended them to learn.

OBJECTIVE:   At the end of reading this lesson, the participant will be able to identify seven parts of a lesson plan.

BODY:
Each lesson plan should include seven parts:



1. Tie-In
2. Motivation

3. Objective



4. Body
5. Recap
6. Summary
7. Tie-out

1. Tie-in.  The tie-in is how the information or task relates to their past.

2. Motivation.  How the information or task will benefit the learner.

3. Objective.  What the learner will be able to perform after your presentation.   Example: 
Given a home setting, you will be able to list 5 common hazards.  Or, Given a Ford tractor, you will be able to start the engine.

4. Body.  Give the information needed to meet the objectives.  Have participants complete an exercise which will prove to you they can meet the objective.

5. Recap.  Restate the motivation using different words.

6. Summary. Restate the main points in the body.

7. Tie-out.  State how this information or task will relate to their future.

RECAP:
Taking some time to get organized helps establish your credibility and assures the person has learned.

SUMMARY:
No matter how brief, each lesson should include the seven parts: Tie-in, Motivation, Objective, Body, Recap, Summary and Tie-out.

TIE-OUT: 
By using this lesson plan as a guide, you will be able to produce lesson plans that produce guaranteeable results.
